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The partnership between Charity Productions and the College of Architecture (COA) at Texas A & M University 
began in 2008 ï 2009.  A Memorandum of Understanding with the Intent to Cooperate (MOUIC), executed with a 
MOUIC, signed by Dean Jorge Vanegas and Charles X White in 2010.  The MOU was revised in 2015-2016 to 
include a direct connection to Dr.  John Cooper, Professor, and Director of Texas Target Communities.  Charles and 
Dr. Cooper set out to blend their different positions (practitioner ï academia) in an applied science inclusionary 
format and strategies package to address the essential service gaps. Managing multidisciplinary core services, as 
interconnected disciplines including health, safety, education, housing, public policy, environment and economic.   

In 2016 a renewed MOUIC and covenant fortified the joint change agent capacity effort to improve marginalized 
communities by using the methodology to identify solutions to community issues. Currently, the multidisciplinary 
approach is experiencing a series of successes.  Dr. Cooper has engaged other schools and scholars such as Dr. 
Phil Berke, Director of  The Institute for Sustainable Communities, Dr. Jennifer Horney, and Dr. Nasir Gharaibeh.

Å First draft of the Blue Print ï Comprehensive Neighborhood Corrective Action Plan

Initially, the intended outcomes were/are to produce a Blueprint ï Comprehensive Neighborhood Corrective Action 
Plan that can blend the practical with the modern that includes people-friendly features for any neighborhood.  
Charity Productionsô vision and goals are to apply the solutions in the blueprint model as a core curriculum of various 
successful scientific models to be adopted by community groups as a new tool for reimagining their neighborhoods.
